You may wonder why I'm doing possessive pronouns as name of mine instead of the more colloquial y.t. version of "my name". That is because this translation is more faithful to the structure of Yorùbá without losing the intended meaning of possession. The "of" is expressed as the elongation of the vowel sound that the "possessed" noun ends with. It's hard to explain without the audio here but as always feel free to sit in on class.
